PROCESS

1.EXPRESSION OF INTEREST

Expression of interest is open annually in May-June for the following years annual events calendar. Event organisers
should submit their expression of interest via an application form to the City of Fremantle.

2. ASSESSMENT

Expression of interest applications are assessed by City Officers over a 2-week period. During this time applicants are
shortlisted and will be contacted to confirm event venues and dates.

All applicants will receive a response via email following EOI closure (30 June).

3.PROVISIONAL APPROVAL

Provisional approval is provided to successful applicants confirming event venue and date in the form of an Event
Agreement. The Event Agreement will detail event fees and document requirements. Event Agreement will need to
be signed by the City and Event Organiser to lock in the event.

4. OPERATIONAL ASSESSMENT

Event documents and plans are submitted and assessed by City officers. Stakeholders are engaged, and where required,
will provide approval or feedback on event documents.

9. EVENT APPROVAL

Once you've submitted your final plans and documents, and paid your event fee, your event will be approved.
The events team will provide you with your formal event approval.
